NSWGA By-Laws
The New South Wales Gymnastic Association Inc. shall be referred to as the “Association“ in this document.

A. Membership – refer Constitution

Membership shall be obtained upon payment of a membership fee as determined by the Board

Categories of Membership

1. Affiliate Members: (ie. Clubs/Schools)

At the time of Affiliation each year, Affiliate members must nominate which Gymsports they participate in and wish to register with the Association. The base affiliation fee will  be paid by each Affiliate Member and each gymsport registration will attract an incremental affiliation fee and give the Affiliate Member the right to vote at general meetings for each registered gymsport. At least one gymsport must be registered by each Affiliate Member. Members must be affiliated in their chosen Gymsport/s in order to enter events within that Gymsport.

Affiliate Members must register all gymnastic participants with the Association – ie. Recreational and competitive gymnasts, coaches, judges, officials etc; and remit the appropriate fees.

All registrations should be sent to the NSWGA Inc Office at the commencement of the Gymnastic Year, with additions throughout the year as appropriate.

A copy of each affiliate club will be sent to the appropriate Regional Registrar.

All members are subject to the rules and regulations as determined by the Board.

1. Financial Members

Financial Members will consist of the following categories, and are subject to the fees set out by the Board for each classification.

	i. Accredited Coach
	ii. Accredited Judge

	iii. Gymnast
	iv. Officials / Others – ie Delegates, Trainee Judges / Coaches etc.


2. Accredited Coaches

Are required to join the Association and the AGF via Technical Membership

Only Coaches accredited under the NCAS, and current Technical Members are eligible for selection as Regional, State or National representative coaches.

Coaches who are not members will not be permitted on the competition floor at any Association or AGF Inc. sanctioned events unless prior permission has been obtained from the technical committee and ratified by the Association.

4. Apprentice Coaches

Membership is available under the Officials/Others category for any non-accredited coach. Apprentices/trainees must work under the supervision of an accredited coach who must be present in the Gym at all times. They are ineligible for regional, state or national representation, and may not assume the role of Coach on the competition floor.

5. Accredited Judges

Are required to be Technical Members of the Association plus the respective Judges Assemblies. Fees are determined by the Board and the Assemblies respectively. 

Only such members will be eligible for representation at Regional, State or National level.

Non registered Judges will not receive remuneration for judging at Association sanctioned events.
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B. Duties

1. At the time of affiliation each year, Affiliate Members should send all documents requested in the Application & Declaration Form.

2. All Affiliate Members are covered by a policy of public risk insurance on forwarding the required premium to GNSW. This must be done at the time of registering as an Affiliate Member each year. 

3. All Affiliate Members shall provide the Association with an annual register of members. Addresses and dates of birth must be provided by completion of the Association registration forms, or via computer program. The Register must include current level of gymnast (not the level to which they aspire).

Insurance will be void if this information is not provided to the Association.


4. Membership of Association is at the discretion of the Board

5. Each Affiliate Member MUST have an approved, accredited Coach to supervise its programs. An approved person is one accredited under the NCAS and holding current Technical Membership.

C. Directors

The Directors are the Board Members of the Association and the Board shall have the power from time to time to make, alter and repeal all such laws as they deem necessary or expedient or convenient for the proper conduct and management of the Association and without limiting the generality, they may by such laws regulate:

a) the admission of members and rights and privileges of such members;

b) the procedure at general meetings and meetings of the Directors of GNSW; 

c) and generally, all such matters as are commonly the subject matter of GNSW rules.

Any Director shall disclose to the Board whether or not they hold office or place of profit in the Association and continue to hold such place of profit without the approval of a resolution of the Directors.
D. Sports Management Committees

Sports Management Committees for each gymsport (Sport Program) shall be elected at the AGM of the Sport Program, in accordance with clause 11.25 of the Constitution.

Composition of committees shall be determined from time to time by the Sport Program Technical Assembly by special resolution at either their AGM or at a Special General Meeting (SGM) or by Postal Vote by the Sport Program. The composition of the committee shall then be ratified by the Board of the Association for inclusion in these By-Laws. 

A quorum at any Sport Program General Meeting, AGM or SGM shall consist of 25% of the membership entitled to vote, with the exception that a quorum for General Gymnastics shall consist of 15% of the membership entitled to vote. A resolution to alter the composition of committees shall be a Special Resolution in this case requiring 75% of the votes cast by members present or by Postal Vote.

The Chairperson of each Sports Management Committee shall be a member of the Sports Management Council in accordance with clause 11.26 of the Constitution.

Sports Management Committees may at their discretion create sub committees to meet specific needs and appoint members to those sub committees- for example a competition sub committee. However, in the case of a judges committee or a coaches committee, then only those members of the Sports Program Technical Assembly who are registered coaches or judges may be nominated for and vote to fill positions on those sub committees. Positions on judges and coaches committees are determined by the Sports Management Committee if the coaches or judges committee does not have a Constitution where this is clearly defined.

E. Transfers

No Affiliate Member shall refuse permission for any gymnast to transfer to another Affiliate Member, provided they are fully paid-up members of their existing club at time of transfer, with no outstanding financial commitments to either the coach or the club.

All transfers are subject to the Gymnastics Australia National Transfer Policy.

F. Residency

Intra State. As per transfers, a period of two months from the date of receipt of advice to the Association Office is required before a gymnast is eligible to represent the Club. NSWIS/AIS Gymnasts retain affiliation with their original club.

State Residency. Any gymnast wishing to represent a particular State must have resided permanently in that State for six months prior to the National Championship – ie a 6 month residential rule. AIS Gymnasts retain affiliation with their State of origin.

National Residency. The FIG residency clause is for a period of 3 years, before a gymnast may represent the country.

Exceptions. Upon consideration by the appropriate Executive, certain exceptions are considered to reduce the above time spans, particularly in the International arena, but this must be with the consent of the previous and present affiliates. 

G. Exchanges
In accordance with FIG regulations, Clubs must advise the Association who will in turn advise the AGF of all intended visits in order for the appropriate courtesies to be extended to International counterparts, and to ensure maximum benefit for all gymnasts.
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H. Regions

1. Each region is defined by the Association Board and will have Clubs allocated by the Board.

2. The member clubs of each region will hold an election annually and elect a regional Executive. Recommended positions on the Executive are:

3. The Regional operating Committee will consist of the Regional Executive plus one Delegate from each member club.

4. Each club will be entitled to one vote at any Regional Meeting.

5. Regional Committees are charged with furthering the objectives of the Association in their Region.

6. The Regional Executive will set the guidelines for all Regional Programs in consultation with the Chief Executive Officer or the appropriate Association Sports Management Committee Chairperson.

7. All Regional Committees are responsible and answerable to and are under the control of the Association Board and are bound by the Association Constitution.

8. Finance:

(a) Regions are to operate trading or savings accounts with a Bank or Institution approved by the Association Board

(b) Two out of three signatures are required to operate on the account at any one time.

(c) Regions will be responsible for administering all regional monies and any expense incurred by the Region.

(d) The Regions shall be answerable to the Association on any regional related financial affairs.

(e) The Regional bank statements shall be made available to the Association Treasurer and Auditors as required.

(f) Books of accounts are to be audited annually – 30th June end of Year

(g) Audited statements must be sent to the NSWGA Inc by the end of July each year.

REGIONAL GUIDELINES are contained in the REGIONAL COMMITTEE’S OPERATING HANDBOOK.

I. Financial Year

The financial year of Gymnastics NSW, Regions and Committees shall run from 1st January to 31 December each year.

J.       Duties of Officers of the Association
The minimum duties expected by an officer of the Association is congruent to the duties expected of a director of a company under the Corporations Act including all statutory and common law duties and including, but not limited to, an obligation of confidentiality

For the purpose of this section an officer of the Association includes all members of the: board of management; sports management committees; regional committees; judges assemblies; and any committee or subcommittee formed by the board of management, sports management committees or regional committees.
